Pray for
President Trump and the leadership that he can offer for peace and goodwiill.
Pray for Chairman Kim Jong-un and President Moon Jae-in, and the continuing
partnership that they have launched. Pray with all our brothers and sisters in
Korea for long-term peace, and safety, and a nuclear-free, less-fearful world.
And let us declare ourselves committed to peace in big and small ways, in

our homes and churches, in our communities and nation, and in our world and
growing global community." (Some part of it is from the article of Bishop of WI Conference,
Hee-Soo Jung). We are the people of faith and together we can make miracles
through our prayers. Thanks be to God for the miracle of bringing peace in

the Korean Peninsula and all over the world!
